Scoutmasters,

The Amangi Wulit Chapter is the Order of the Arrow Chapter for your District within the Lodge. Without the participation of the Arrowmen from your Troop we cannot maintain a worthwhile program for the Arrowmen who participate in the Lodge and Chapter functions.


Our meetings are on the first Monday of the month at Good Shepherd Lutheran Church on Hempstead Turnpike in Levittown. The meetings start at 7:30 sharp and usually run to 9 PM. We first conduct the business part of the meeting followed by an activity or craft then we serve refreshments.  The O A is Scout run, so youth attendance is necessary on voting, scheduling of activities etc.


We are always looking for ceremonial team members for the Chapter team. We will help in the making of their regalia and also help them learn the different roles and aspects of the Team. There are numerous committees that need youth to lead. The boys have an adult advisor overseeing them, but just like your Troop, we are Youth run. They make the decisions; they have the vote.
Elections

O A Troop Rep


The standards put into effect last year for this LEADERSHIP POSITION  will be carried over this year.  Your SPL is to contact the Chapter Chief, he will give the name of the Scout recommended for this position. The Scout will then have a meeting with the Chapter Chief and the Chapter Advisor. They will advise the candidate of the duties and responsibilities of this position. After attending the next two Chapter meetings, the Scout will be awarded his OA Troop Rep Patch by the Chapter Chief. The Scout will then be required to maintain a certain percentage of future Chapter and Lodge activities. If your Troop meetings, are on the same day as our Chapter meetings, please see if you have two Scouts for this position; this way they may split the meetings.
DUES


Dues for the Lodge  (and to be kept active) are due by January 31st.

By Thanksgiving your Arrowmen should receive a letter informing them of the upcoming Christmas Party along with a dues form. After January 31st there will be late fees incurred through March 31st. After March 31st an Arrowman is considered suspended from the Lodge.

Article XI, Section 3 of the Lodge By-Laws states that if a member is suspended he must make a written application to be re-instated to the Lodge Treasurer and pay any late fees deemed necessary by the Executive Committee along with his dues for that year.

The suspended member is not entitled to wear the Lodge flap or the Buckskin tab until they are re-admitted.

Over the last several years there have been over 200 Arrowmen elected to our Chapter. We only see about 8% of all members attending meetings, activities and service weekends. Please encourage the boys in your Troop to participate in the O A.
